Set vehicle in pairing mode. For details please see the vehicle user’s manual.
»  To turn Bluetooth on at handset: On the Home screen press Options - Bluetooth
- press Menu Button - Enable Bluetooth

= To search for Bluetooth devices: On the Home screen press Options - Bluetooth
- Press Menu Button - Add Device - Search for devices from here > OK

= Your phone will display a list of any Bluetooth device(s) that it discovers in range
and available to be paired. Select the name of the Bluetooth enabled device (e.g.
BMWxxxxx) with which you are pairing and press Select. Please note that the
Bluetooth enabled device name may first appear as “Handsfree”.

The
phone will now reconnect automatically to BMW car.

3. No entries from SIM card are visible in car kit

4, Pairing

The user will be unable to carry out the initial pairing process on subsequent occasions in the
following scenario:

= Handset is deleted from the vehicle pairing menu.

= Vehicle is not deleted from the paired devices menu located in the Bluetooth

menu.

Recommended Action: Please enter Bluetooth Passkey first on mobile phone. Ensure that
the handset is deleted from the vehicle’s pairing menu, and the vehicle (i.e. BMWxxxxx) tag is
deleted from the paired devices menu, located in the Bluetooth menu of the handset.

5. @-Symbol Character
