Set vehicle in pairing mode. For details please see the vehicle user’s manual.
=  To turn Bluetooth on at handset: On the Home screen touch Options - Bluetooth

- press E Button > Enable Bluetooth

= To search for Bluetooth devices: On the Home screen press Options - Bluetooth

=  Your phone will display a list of any Bluetooth device(s) that it discovers in range
and available to be paired.

Recommended Action: Ensure that the handset is deleted from the vehicle’s pairing menu,
and the vehicle (i.e. BMW xxxxx) tag is deleted from the paired devices menu, located in the
Bluetooth menu of the handset.

Reconnection
After pairing is completed the device asks if the user wants to connect to BMW xxxxx. Please
check “Don’t ask this again” checkbox, then select “Yes” and press Trackball. The phone wiill

now reconnect automatically to BMW car.
